Saturday, June 26th, 2010 
Depart from Los Angeles via scheduled air service, including full meal, beverage 
service and in-flight entertainment.  The destination is Paris, France. 
 
Sunday, June 27th, 2010     Paris 
Arrive in Paris.  Meet your MCI Toru Manager, who will assist the group to 
awaiting chartered motorcoach for a transfer to the hotel via panoramic tour of 
Paris’s highlights.  Time permitting; stops are made at Arc de Triomphe, Eiffel 
Tower, and Latin Quarter.  Lunch on own (paying individually).  Late afternoon 
hotel check-in, Welcome Dinner and overnight. 
 
With all its moods, Paris is a city that can exhilarate you, exasperate you and leave 
you speechless with wonder.  Millions of tourists each year come to Paris, motivated 
by the desire to see the most beautiful city in the world.  But Paris is more than a 
city.  It is a place that breathes history and legend, a combination of the modern and 
the ancient. 
 
Monday, June 28th, 2010     Paris 
Half-day guided tour of Paris historique, including Notre-Dame Cathedral, Champs 
Elysees, Place de la Concorde, Luxembourg Palace and Gardens, Place de la 
Bastille, Invalides Hospital (with entrance to the Royal Chapel to see Napoleon's 
Tomb) and other highlights.  Afternoon at leisure. 
 
Tuesday, June 29th, 2010     Paris 
Enjoy a half-day tour of Paris artistique, including entrance to the Louvre, the largest 
and greatest art museum in the world.  Afternoon/evening concert as part of the 
American Celebration of Music in France. 
 
Wednesday, June 30th, 2010    Paris 
Enjoy a guided tour to Versailles Palace.  This palace is the creation of the French 
monarchy at the moment of its greatest splendor.  Consisting of the great palace, the 
gardens and the Trianons, it is a wonderfully harmonious composition of building 
and landscape, the definitive monument of French classicism.  Afternoon concert in 
Jardins du Luxembourg as part of the American Celebration of Music in France. 
 
Thursday, July 1st , 2010     Paris / Brussels 
Transfer to the Brussels area.  Half-day guided tour of the highlights of Brussels, 
including the Grand Place (including the Hotel de Ville, Maison du Roi and Maisons 
des corporations), Manneken Pis, Atomium, Eglise Notre Dame, and entrance to the 
Musée Instrumental du Conservatoire de Musique.  
 

Brussels is the capital of Belgium, a royal residence, and the seat of the European 
Communities (EU, Euratom, ECSC) and of NATO.  Brussels has an unusually active 
cultural life and is home to highly-acclaimed museums, a large number of theaters 
and other places of entertainment. 



 
 
 

   

 
Friday, July 2nd, 2010     Brussels 
Excursion to Brugges.  Brugges is one of the most beautiful medieval cities in 
Europe.  The houses are built of brick, worn smooth by the passing years.  There are 
also majestic buildings and churches - all of these huddle the banks of canals.  It is a 
center of Flemish painting, art, and architecture.  Less known than Brussels, the 
capital city, Brugges is a rival to Venice and Amsterdam in beauty, atmosphere, and 
great art treasures. Enjoy a canal ride and entrance to the Memling Museum.  
Evening concert in Brugges or Brussels.  Overnight in Brussels. 
 
Saturday, July 3rd , 2010     Brussels / Amsterdam 
Transfer to Amsterdam via Den Haag, the home of the Dutch government and 
Parliament. Continue to Delft (founded in 1074), known for its Delftware.  Visit one 
of Delft’s famous porcelain factories.  Finally reach Amsterdam for overnight. 
 
Although Amsterdam is the capital of the Netherlands, it is not the seat of 
government.  The town is built on the banks of the Ij and the Amstel.  It is a port city 
of great character and charm, with its network of canals resembling a spider’s web, 
its tall narrow brick houses with richly ornamented gables, its port, and its busy 
streets, numerous cultural events and museums. 
 
Sunday, July 4th, 2010     Amsterdam 
Morning guided tour of Amsterdam includes a canal boat ride, Begijnhof, 
Bloemenmarkt (Flower Market), Rijksmuseum (entrance fee included), renowned 
for its Dutch Masters, particularly Rembrandt's "Night Watch", and the Anne Frank 
Huis (entrance fee included).  Afternoon/evening concert. 
 
Monday, July 5th, 2010     Amsterdam 
Half-day sightseeing includes visits to Marken, Volendam and the Windmills.  This 
tour shows the typical Dutch countryside of polders and little canals on the way to 
the Zaanse Schans’, a well known windmill village with many interesting windmills.  
We will be visiting a wooden shoemaker here.  Then we move on to the world-
famous fishing villages of Volendam and Marken, with its wooden houses and 
locals wearing their colorful style of dress.  On the way, we will stop at one of the 
very few cheese farms where the cheese is still made in the traditional way.  Return 
to Amsterdam for overnight.  
 
Tuesday, July 6th, 2010     Amsterdam 
Morning excursion to Alkmaar to visit the Cheese Market.  In Alkmaar you will be 
given a good impression of old-Dutch market life.  At the cheesemarket you can see 
cheese carriers in their historical costumes.  From Alkmaar the tour proceeds to the 
three old windmills of Schemerhorn, where there will be an opportunity to visit one.  
We return to Amsterdam via the medieval town of Edam where we will visit a 
cheese farm.  Afternoon at leisure.  Evening Farewell Dinner and overnight. 
 
Wednesday, July 7th, 2010     Depart for home 
Transfer to Amsterdam’s International Airport for return flight to USA.  Arrive 
home in the evening of the same day.
